Deadlines for High School Students!

UA Scholars Award
The UA Scholars Award is an $11,000 scholarship which can
cover eligible expenses such as undergraduate tuition, fees,
room, board, books, supplies, and other educational costs
incurred for attendance at the University of  Alaska. Students
eligible for the Award are designated by their high school based
on their academic standing at the end of  their junior year. The
award is disbursed to eligible scholars in the amount of  $1,375
per semester for a total of  eight semesters over a five year
period. Scholars are required to maintain full-time enrollment
status (minimum of  12 credits) and maintain a minimum
cumulative GPA of  2.5.

President Obama signed the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act into law
one year ago.  Since then, it has funded more than 300,000
education jobs, keeping teachers in classrooms and children and
students of  all ages learning. It has helped minimize harmful
cuts at public colleges and universities and provided students
with larger Pell Grants to pay for college.
